A minimum threshold of technical quality is set at 39 points out of 80. Offers that do not reach this threshold will be eliminated before the price criterion analysis and will not be retained for the final ranking.

· The management and monitoring of this procurement procedure, 
· Management and monitoring of the award of a public contract. 
The recipients or category of recipients of personal data are exclusively authorized personnel of the contracting authority, ministries and state operators, in charge of the signing and execution of this contract, as well as their assistance providers in its activities.
Retention period: this data is kept for the entire duration of the contract, as well as during the DUA applicable to the contract.
In accordance with the provisions of articles 15 to 21 of the GDPR, individuals whose personal data are collected have a right of access, rectification and erasure to this information concerning them. They also have the right to limit processing and to object to such processing for legitimate reasons.
